The Crass Range Country.
(By John A. Kolar.)

The Grass Range country of 
central Montana, famous for its 
mild winters, is forging to the 
front. I,ess than a year ago 
the Milwaukee railroad com­
pleted its Great Falls line to the

The Great Northern railroad
