One of your correspondents some
time since aske 1 how to take the tusks
out of a hoar, and said he had heard
they could be knocked out. Your ad
vice was to saw them off, und it in the
only right way to do.

Last fall I lost a boar, and to ex-

amine the jaw and teeth I nawed it off
just buck of the fourth double tooth.
Thru I boiled all flesh off, and allowed
it to dry perfectly. I w as well repaid
for my tr mble, for I had no idea of
the strength, siv and weight and so
very different from a barrow pig or
now a jaw!

The Toulouse and the Embden are
the best known breeds of geese, and
there is more money in raising them
than in the small mongrel stock often
seen, as they produce twice as much
meat and feathers and fatten more
readily for market. The Toulouse are
the largest geese known. They have
gray plumage and are quiet and gentle
iu disposition.

Tne IJtubdens are pure white, a cir
cumstance which causes them to be
preferred by many. They are some
what smaller than the Toulouse and
their plumage 'is more compact. A
good cross for the market is a Tou-

louse gander and Embden goose.
