In connection with the ecoclesure
statement of Mr. Howells that the
present race wis never so healthy and
strong as now it is interesting to read
the following paragraph, written by
Dr. T, 8. Clouston, superintendent of
the Morningside asylum, Seotland,
soys the Medical Record.  He says:

“One terrible form of brain disease,
with mental symptoms, is certainly in-
creasing. * * * That mulady may
be deseribed as n breakdown of the
preat center of mind and motion in the
braing it always goes on from bad to
worse till it renders its victim utterly
helpless in mind and body and kills
him in & few years. No cure and
searcely any mitigation of this latter-
day curse has yet been devised., Itisa
discase of cities, of restless Hves, of ne-
tive braing in their prime; sometimes
of dissipation and debanchery, of life
st high pressure commonly,”

During the past yenr the asylums of
Seotland received 150 new cases, those
of England 1,400 and those of Ireland
5%, The asylum statistios of this coun-
try show an even greater number,

In n single asylum of this state, for
exnmple—that st Ogdensburg—thero
were among the 650 admissions 31 canes
of general paresis. This would make
the proportion of general paresis over
4 per cent,
