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THE SHIPFING OF ANIMALS,

Cattle on Ocenn Voyages to Recelve the
Best of Care and Attention.

The improvement in  the arrunge-

ments made for the protection of ani-

mals during tle voyage seross the At-

| lantic are said by Mr, Tenuan, principal

|
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of the animals division of the board of
agriculture, to have fairly kept pace
with the increase of thetrade.  During
the early days, according to the London
News, the losses, owing to tempestuous
weather, had ventilstion and other
causes, were often of 4 very serious
character, and in some casges resulted
in the destruction of the entire living
cargo. As experience was guined, how-
ever, an improvement. took place, and
since the year 1559, when the losses
among cattle amonnted to no less than
21 of every thounsand that were em-
barked, there has been a steady de-
crease in the mortality among thiselass
of animals, until, in 1503, it was re-
tluced to three per thousand, and dur-
ing the year 1894 to five per thousand,
Sheep are at all times bad travelers
when compared with ecattle, the losses
among them during a long journey be-
ing almost always large, nnd during
the five years in question the average
losses pmounted to 28 per thousand,
Notwithstandivg the fact, however,
that the importation daring 1804 in-
creased nearly eight-fold, and leaped
up to upward of 400,000, the losses dur-
ing the past vear only amounted to 17
per thousand.

LEFT-HANDED PARROTS.

Corlous Ohservation of One Who Has
Much to Do with Animals,

Superintendent Sol Stephan, of the
Cincinnati Zoo, has made all sorts of
curious discoveries in the habits and
characteristies of animals, the latest
of which, tays the Enquirer, is thut
wild ereatures are mostly lefi-handed,
Mr. Stephan has been endeavoring to
verify this observation on two parrots
lately brought from Mexico. He found
that in grasping a finger offered as o
perch, the parrots almost always put
the left foot forward.

Usually the finger thus offered is that
of the right hand. But when the lef
finger is offered to the parrots, thev
put forward the right foot. There is,
however, apparently a small residunm
of preference for the left foot, This
seems to be due to the fact that men
ire usunlly right-handed and offer the
right hand to the parrot.

The left foot is the one naturally put
forward by the parrot in this case, and
through repetition of this action &
species of left-footedpess is ioduced
Mr. Stephan's general conclosion 1
that there is no evidence that the parrot
is nnturally 'eft-footed.

The appearance of that left-footed-
ness is due entirely to the faer that
those who offer the finger or food to
parrots do so, as a rule, with the right
hand. Repetition of this process makes
the parrot more or less left-handed in
time,

Historienl Records of Maryland.

In speaking of the records of the
provincinl conrt of the provines of
Muoryland, from 1057 to the revolution,
now prescrved in Anne \rmuhlmumw
the Baltimore Sun snys: “The historical
vialue of these old records is inestimable.
It is believed that no other state in the
unlon has such records of family his-
tory showing the muanner of living
among the people of the colony as far
back as 250 years ngo.  In the wills,
faanilies can be tenced back from father
to son for s century.  The court record
books coptaining inventories of (e
sonnl estates make n complete exhibit
of the character of houschold furni-
ture, Kitehen implements, farm uten-
wils, ete., vl |'_\ the l'url_\ pettlers aml
thedr descendants during the first con-
tury and o hadf of the oolony.  From
these things we can read much of the
bhabits and ceastomes of the people.”

GOV. TOM JOHNSON.

A Stubborn Patriot to Whom This Coun=
try Owes n Great Dobt,

In a storied burial-ground in Fred-
erick, “in his narrow bed," sleeps one
whose name never fails to stir the heart
of the old Marylander with lively emo-
tions of admiration and affection—Gov,
Tom Johnson, that audacious and stub-
born patriot, of whom John Adams
said that he was one of four citizens
of Maryland and Virginia “without
whom there would have been no revo-
lution;” although, in affected scorn of
him, a British eflicer, writing to his
people ot home, had assured them
“there is no need to Le alarmed by all
this noise in the colonies, which is main-
Iy made by a boy named Tom Johuson.”
“That pestilent rebel” of the British
war office, writes John Willinmson
Palmer in Century, was the trusty,
loving {riend of Washington, whom he
nominated to be commander-in-chief
of all the armies of the united colonies;
member of the first congress, and of
the gonvention which adopted the eon-
stitution of the United States; first
governor of Maryland, and an associate
justice of the supreme court; and he
was twice nrged to accept the portfolio
of secretary of state. He was in his
day the first citizen of Maryland, and
in all the colonies the revolution dis-
closed no wiser, stronger, sweeter char-
acter than his who joined the fortitude
of the warrior with the foresight of the
