The popular tendency to enlarge
everything that is far off and belittle
that which is so elose by is responsible
for the opinion that the men of the
present time are degenerate redactions
of the s men of medieval times, who
were ginnts clad in iron and with
muscles of steel.

|CHICAGO'S FISH SUPPLY.

How It Is Affected by the Flna:.
olal Stringency.

Hard Times Have Caused the People to
Economize on Thelr Meat Billsg—
Where the Flah Are Prin.
clpally Obtalned.

The report of & ahortaga of 12,000,000
bushels in the oyster erop of Chesa-
4 peske bay does not disturb the equa-
nimity of the Chicago dealers. '

“Our business is mostly in fish this
winter,” one of them declares. “Hard
times have caused people to econo-
mize on high-priced oysters and meats
and turn to fish as the staple food.
Fish are very cheap and plentiful.
Chicago eats 20,000,000 pounds of lake
fish and 5,000,000 pounds of ocean fish
annually. The lake fish were caught
and frozen last fall, and so long as
they remain in ice continue as fresh as
when taken from the water. How-
ever, if anyone demands s newly
caught fish, the Mackinaw fishermen
are sending down cholee trout daily
tukon from the straits.

“As to oysters, the crop of Balti-
more and New York might totally fail
without embarrassing the public in
the lenst or ralsing the price of the
bivalve.

“The Gulf of Mexico produces fully
as fine flavored oysters as are tuken
anywhere, Many people like the gulf
oyster best. New Orleans could ensily
supply the world with oysters, as its
const environment is enormously pro-
lific in oysters, deliclous erustacenns,
and fishes. These gulf edibles are
sent north in refrigerator cars which
have conveyed dressed beef mouth.
They also come by express. The fuil-
ure of the fish and oyster erop would
be & great boon to the gulf econst
trade.”

The fishmonger mentioned that the
Pacifle codfish had invaded the Clhi-
eago moarket to the detriment of the
Maine:Massaohnsetts’ nnmesa ko, There
isno difference in the appearanes of
the rivals, but epleures think the Pa.

Empress Eugenle Alwnys Refused to Wear
Opuln.

The faney for having one's birthe
month stone introduced as a mascot in
ull possible designs has led to some
quiint and pretty eonceits in the way
of spoons, which have set in the han-
dles in msiquv and effective fashion
the stones assigned by superstition to
the various months, says the Great
Divide. Thus January has the garnet
imbedded among fanciful tracery of
silver, February the amethyst, March
has the blood-stone, April the diamond,
May the emerald, June the wgate,
July the ruby, August the sardonyx,
September the chrysolite, October the
opal, November tha topaz and Decem-
ber the torquoise, while the pretty su-
perstitions attached to the moonstone
make it a favorite at nll times, It is
said of a famous netress that she never
appears upon the stage that some-
where about her person is not to be
found one of these Indian gems,
When the birth-stone happens to be &
secondary gem it s put in a seal, and,
mounted with the monogram or crest
of the owner, exercises its ocenlt infln-
ence over the letters sent out from
my lady's boudolr. t

1t is said that Queen Vietorin has
tried Lo set at definnee the old supersti-
tion nbout the opal, and that she has
glven many opals us presents, while of
the unfortunate Empress Eugenie it is
written that she has alwnys refused to
wenr the stone.  The old legend tolls
& story of an opal belonging to a
Roman senator which was coveted by
Mure Antony, yet rather than part
with it the records say that the sen-
ator went into voluntary exile, prefer-
ring to part with his couotry rather
than loss his gem.  The modern preju-
dice agninst this beautiful stone seems
not to have prevalled among the an-
elents, who believed that it strength-
enod sight, made its wearer lovable,
dissipated melnncholy and paled at the

That 8ir Walter Seott shared the
prejudice of modern times against the
opal seems indicated in “Anne of Gelers
stein.”  Apoe's grandfather marrled &
