Referring to General Dewet’s  raid
into Cape Colony, Mr. Kruger denied
that it was ever hoped to provoke a
general rising.

““We know perfectly well that this
will be impossible, becanse of the lack
of ammunitions and arms as well as
the difficalty of the combinad action
over such enormons diriances. But
the invasion demonpstrated that the
Afrikanders were evervwhere favorable
to our canse and ready to afford belp
within their power,

“*President Steyn and General Dewet
had however a different object in view
and they attained it. They were able
to ohtain plentiful sapplies of food
and horses,

Moreover these brave allies operated

a diversion which allowed General
Botha to escape from & tight position
in the east of the Transvanl. They

compellad the English to spread their
forces over the enormons distances and
to recognize the fact that the Boers
were masters of the field,

The results are surely not to he des-
