Fall wheat is ripening nicaly and
even that reported damaged by
frost is recovering and will yield
better than formerly expected. In
the Willamette valley the wheat
crop ia generally in good condition
and free from insect pests. There
is eome complaint of its heading
short and of the heads being small,
but these complaints are not gen.
eral. In southern Oreeon the
wheat crop will be below the aver-
age on account of dry weather.
Winter oata are heading nicely,
and fall barley is ready to cat in
southern Oregon. Corn and gar-
dens, although showing improve-
ment, are still backward. Hops
are making a good growth and as
yet have not been damaged to any
noteworthy extent by lice. The
cutting of clover hay is well ad-

vanced and the first crop of alfalfa
has been pretty much all cut and
secured. Potatoes are doing well.
Pasturage continues abundant and
stock is in excellent condition. In
Coos county cutworms have again
made their appearance, and large
quantities of their eggs are to be
found on the underside of fence- -

rails and in similar places. They
have not yet done much damage,
but farmers are apprehensive that
they will later.

Tbe strawberrv season is draw
ing to a close, and the crop has
proved to be a very good one, both

quantity and quality. Cherries
ripened rapidly during the week.
Apples are dropping badly in the
Hood Kiver district
