Til and KX) degrees, nnd tlie
minimum temperatures between oO

and OS degrees. In eastern Oregon
the maximum temperatures ranged
between So and 102 degrees., and
the minimum temperatures be-

tween 52 and 70 degrees. Num-
erous small showers oevurred in
southern Orrgon during tbe first
days of the week, but thev were
not general or heavy enough to be
of much bt nt lit. and no rain of;
consequerce ht.s fallen elsewhere!
since the latter part of dune. (Gen-

eral rains ar now badly needed for
corn, hops, potatoes, gardens and
pastures. The second crop of al-

falfa is being cut in southern Ore-
gon, and the yields are alwut the
average. The second crop of clo-
ver in the Willamette valley is not
as promising as usual, on account
of dry weather.

The graiu harvest is well advan-
ced, but thrashing in the western
sections has not yet become gener-
al, although well bgun east of the
Cascade mountains. The follow
ing thrashing yields have been re
ported: Washington county, wheat,
22 bushels; oats. 25 bushels. Yam-iii- ll

county, wheat, 24 bushels; oats,
oU. Linu county, wheat, 12 to 30
bushels, winter oats, 20 bushels,
and onefcre of barley thrashed 75
bushels. Douglas county, wheat,
0 to 30 bushels: oats, 40. Jackson
county, wheat, 22 bushels: oats. 15:
barley, 20. Josephine county,
wheat, li bushels: oats, 25; barley
30. Wasco county, wheat, 30 to
40 bushels: Sherman county, vol-

unteer wheat, 12 to 20 bushels;
fall wheat, 15 to 25; Umatilla
county, wheat, 35 to 40 bushels,
and some fields have thrashed 55
bushels: spring barley. 40 bushels,
and fall barley from 40 to 70; oats,
about 50; spring wh?at. from IS to
20, The wheat crop in Umatilla
county is turning out much better
than expected and the grading will
be good.

Some lice are reported in the
hop yards, but they are not caus-
ing any damage of consequence and
the weather is unfavorable for the
spread of this pest, and the hop
outlook continues favorable. Corn
is making good progress and early
potatoes are maturing rapidly. The
potato crop, although needing rain,
is doing fairly well and there are
no complaints of blight. Pastur-
age is getting poor, and there is a
slight shrinkage in the milk supply
reported from Curry and Coos
counties.

The weather has been favorable
for fruity which is making good ad-

vancement. Tame blackberries
are plentiful, and plums, peaches
and early apples are in the mar-
ket.
