NEW ROAD PLANNED.

Iimagination of Pendieton Corres-
pondent Somewhat Swelled.

Pendleton, Or., Feh 3.—A corres-
pondent to the Oregonian says: Itiws
positively known that the officials of
the 0. R. & N. Co. and the W. & C. R,
R. R. Co, have carefully examinad the
varions rootes leading [rom this point
o the interior, to the sonth, and that
there are possibilities that one or mors
lineu may be built daring the coming
year ot two, Barveys have been mada,
and matters of tonnage Liave heen esti-
mated. One of the officisis in question
stated to yonr correspondent, s few
days ago, that he himsel! had gone
overthe ground, and was impressed
with the feasibility of building soath
from here. He finds an immense ton-
oage in timber waiting to be developed
when a road shall go in, timber as good
&4 any standing on the north cosst, and
practically ipexhanstible. Also there
