Morrow's Grast Climat.

Tbat the climate of northern Morrow
county is becoming more favorable for

wheat growing there can 1 e no doubt,
according to W. B. McAlister, a promi-

nent farmer and business n an of Lex
ington, who was in Portland, says the
Telegram.

"Quarter sections that several years
sgo were abandoned or sold for a song,
have tow become worth $1000 to $2000

each," he says. "Mining quarters that
were entered bnt never proved up on

are now being farmed and cannot be
bought for $1000 each just fur the Gov-

ernment right.

"These lands were settled first bv

farmers about the yeara 18-4- -5 and
.ft.r thnnaand. nf HolUn had

been spent in buildings, improvements

and in breaking up tbe sod they were
abandoned to the sheep, which had
(orrr)er)v. overrun them.

"Within the past five yeag neaily
every quarter has become occupied
again and the crops of wheat grown

have justified the venture. Farmers
are now fairly wed to-d- and there is

no indication that the country lying be-

tween Lexington and the Columbia

River will ever be surrendered to live-

stock again.

"Even the squirrels which uied to

concentrate by the thousands in the

wheat fields and thus destroy the crops

of the pioneer, have disappeared.

Their decimation was caureJ by a

malignant disease that e out among

them a year or so ago, and Morrow

coun'y farmers need not spend their
money for strychnine to fe d the pests

anv more. Formerly lots of money

each year was sent oat of the county fi r

strychnine."
Mr. McAlisUr liaes tiie climate cf

Eastern U.egon so well mat he has de-

termined to st-- y there the remainder
of his life. "1 have vi-.t- my old

home in Iowa twice within the past lo

years," he said, "and eacii time I re-- i

turn to buncbgrass, happy in the
thought tbat I have made my home in

Oregon."
