Washington, July 25.—Acting Becre-
tary Hyan today ordered the temporary
withdrawal [rom settlement or entry of
all public lands in the tract of sbout
4000 square miles in the Straw erry and
Blue mountsin regions of Esgrern Ore
gon, with a view Lo it8 noltimate crea-
Ilmn into a forest reserve. The withe

drawal will remain in force until the
President's proclamation is issuell.
| While withdrawn, these lanis will be
! finally examined hy officiale of the lund
otiice to determine exactly wliat tracts
|ahall be included in the reserve, and
what aliall be restored to the pullic do-
main, Already most of the valley
lands that sre sosceptible of agricul-
tural develepment or valuable for pas.
turing have been excluded irom the
withdrawal, including most |ands on
which settlers are located. Those lands
lving mouth of the Strawherry raoge
which were recommended for withdraw-
al by Commissioner Hermann and Sn.
perintendent Ormaby are also to be ex-
amined by the Geological Survey, he-
fore they are included in a reserve,
