Sheep Notes.

The wool clip which has been

sheared in the Salt River valley
Arizona, and shipped from Phoenix,
this year will amount to nearly

20,000. Shearing is nearly com-

plete and most of the wool has

been shipped out. The amount
that has passed through the ware-

houses at Thoenix is iu round num-

bers 1,200,000 pounds, with about
100,000 more to chip.

The entire wool crop of the 10 or
12 wool counties tributary to

Trinidad, Colorado, which pro-

duce about 4,GoO,000 pounds an-

nually, has beeu bought up by

eastern dealers. It is stated that
the prices at which the clip was

secured are somewhat in excess of

those which ruled last season.
About 3,500,000 pounds of this
will be secured here, as against 2,--

000,000 pounds last year, the large
scouring plant in this city now be-

ing doubled in capacity.
Mr. Charles Stocker, who is

running a large band of sheep near
Terry, Montana, says that as a rule
all kinds of stock are in excellent
shape and that most rauch men
will come through with very little
loss.

Shearing will commence this
month in Utah and one ot the best-poste- d

men on wool in the West
estimates that the output of Utah
will exceed the figures of last year.

The same is true of the other
states.. He says there have been
severe losses to some flocks, but
the losses in general have only
been normal in spite of the severe
weather. Last year Utah shipped
15,000,000 pounds of wool, Idaho
shipped 18,000,000 pounds and
Wyoming 20,000,000 pounds. Early
shearing will begin in Idaho abouc
April 8, iu Utah from the 5 th to
the lOih, and in Wyoming from
the 15th to the 20th. It is expect
ed that buyers will begin to show
up in the next two weeks, and the
season will be open then in earnest.
So far as can be learned, no pur-

chases have been made ahead ot

the shearing, although this is
sometimes dooe.
