The coon Is particularly fond of
fish and shrimps, and as a sonsequence
the swamps, marshes and prairies on
the gulf coast are filled with them,
and make a splendid field for the hunt-
ers. The population of this region Is
composed mainly of fishermen, who do
not hunt, and when the fur hunters
started in thig year they foumd a pig
business awaiting them,

Unfortunately, they have tried to do
it on too large a scale. The Louisiana
coast i8 covered with a conrsa grass,
frequently five and six feec hich, and
when this is set on fire the coons are
driven out and can be shot like pheas-
ants in a preserve.

The prairies have been fired in all
directions by the hunters. The result
has been to cause heavy losses to the
stockmen who feed their cattle in these
prairies and to the lumbermen and the
fishermen,

In Vermillion parish, which has over
a million acrea of this prairie, the fires
started by the fur hunters have de-
stroyed mnearty all the winter pas-
turage of the cattle, and the Injury to
the stockmen will mount up to the
hundreds of thousands of dollars. The
police jury has prohibited coon hunt-
Ing in the parish as a consoguence.

The poliee juries of all the coast
parighea are likely to take action slm-
ilar to that of Vermillion, not in order
to protect coons and rabibits, but to pro-
tect the inhabitants against the reck-
lessness of the fur hunters. But for

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Abyssinian King Forhids His People
to Muke Slaves of the Galla
Natives, |

A few weeks ago King Menelek of
Abyssinie issued a decrce against the;
slave trade. 1t is couched in the lun-i
puakge of potentates who have unlim-
ited power to enforee laws of {(heir|
own making. The king says: I

“By 4 letter forwarded some time
ago to all the provinces, | forbade traflic
men of the Galla tribe. 1 also inti-|
mated that those guilty of this offense
waoutld be excommunicatod from the
Christian Chuareh of Abyssinia, but you |
o cease makivcg slaves of the
Galla men

“Now 1 You whoare taken in
the act of enslaving the Gallas will no
loneer, s herctofore, be flned or turned
out of the ehurch; but you will be pun-
ished in your own persons, by whiech
I mean you will be subjeeted to the |
penalty of mutilation,*

This, remarks the New York Sun,
certainiy on¢ of the most dras-
meacures vel taken against slave
trading in Africa. The Gallas are a fine

: spread over the conntrs
gouth of Abyssinia, A large part of
their territory., by agreement hetween
Menelek and Great Britain, now les
within the king's domain.

The Abyssinians, with their guns
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i stiperior military shill, have regarded |
Gallaland as their poachine ground and |
have inil ! arveat hards<hips upon the |

natives, whom Tili}' robbed
o their produce
their liberty,

The evil has been inereasing. Alye-
sinians have seemed to think that the
way to acquire wealth was to
make a ra‘id in Gallaland and earry
home a few scores of natives to soll as
slaves, The erimes committed against
thia superior tribe have heen the scan-
dal of Menelek’s reign. The Gallas
have been powerleas to make effective
defense, though they have lost no op-
portunity of spearing individual Ahys
zsinians or very small parties and speed
ily decamping to avoid detection.

Years aro the Arabs were wont toin
vade the Galla country and take hun-
dreds of the natives into alaverv. In re-
cent years, however, the Abyesinlans
have been the only oppressore,

The injustice done thean has been
the more pitiful because as agricultur-
ista and herdsmen and in the industrial
arts they are more advanced than any
other pagan people in that part of
Africa. They are famous for fidelity
and franknesa and are distinguished by
intense love of freedom and eelf-gov-
ernment. Suech is their horror of cap-
tivity that they no longer regard as
Gallaa thoze of their fellows who are
dragged away into bondage

In setting his face agajmst the Galla
slave trade Menelek has honored him-
self: and the sympathy and interest|
with whieh the world has been walch-
ing his effort to consolidate and develop
his country will be intensified.
