Typhoon in Philippines.

Manila, Sept. 29 —Reports now com-
ing in from places along the path of the
recent typhoon in the Islend of Luzon
and the southern islands indicate great
} loss of life and property. In the waters

surrounding Samar and other iclands,
many coasting vessels and inland trang-
ports have been wrecked. The coast-
gnard cutter Leyte is a complete wreck
and 11 Americana and 24 natives were
drowned.

At the town of Sorsogon, 15 natives
were drowned. The loss on hemp plan-
tations is estimated at $1,000,000,

The Army transport Juan Rodriguez
is ashore at Legaapi.

In the interior of the Island of Samar
thousands of natives are homeless, and
tlie same report comes from many of
the other emall islands. The army
posts in the southern islands haye been
destroyed.

The eivil and military authorities are
rushing aid to the suffering people in
the form of food and shelter., Owing to
the destruction f the telegraph line,
reports received from other points are
