Abraham Lincoln appeared in the
Sangamon County about 1831 and the
broad footprints he left during his so
Journ of thirty years may easily be
followed. For six years he was, by
turns, clerk in a country store, mer
chant, soldier, postmaster, student, ora
tor, and last a full-fledge- d lawyer. Bit
by bit, as the artist designs a choice
moshic, this man was developing
character whose bold outlines were to
stand out, an Illuminating beacon to
all mankind. In 1837 Lincoln became
a citizen of Springfield and began the
practice of law. He was elected the
same year to represent Sangamon Coun-
ty In the legislature, and was also at
the head of a project to remove the
capital from Vandalla to Springfield.
As every other town in the State was
desirous of the same distinction the
scheme seemed doubtful of realization ;

nevertheless It was accomplished.
While the delegates In convention as-

sembled were here and there discussing
merits among themselves, Lincoln gain-
ed the floor and called for a vote of
those in favor of the removal of the
capital from Vandalla. There was but
one dissenting vote Vandalla'a. Then,
without delay, or discussion, he called
for the vote desiring to remove the cap-
ital to Springfield. He was answered
by such a majority as gave the legis
lature the prompt duty of passing a
bill for the removal, and thus Spring
field carried off the prize, as some rus
tic beauty has been known, to do In a
social contest where a dozen belles were
concerned.

Kel'y became In those sixteen years a
capital destined to be the guardian of
those sacred treasures of our Nation,
the haunts, the home, and the tomb of
the Illustrious Lincoln.

JAPANIZATION OF CHINA.

Mikado Plnnuinu; to Strengthen In- -

fluence on the Continent.
Japan's victory In her war with China

In 181)4-- 5 procured for her Indemnity
in money, the cession of Formosa and
the prestige of success, which was im-

mense, says the World To-Da- From
that time on Japan has been strengthen-
ing her ajrmy and navy against llussla
with the object which has been
achieved. While at the same time China
has been cultivated with a keen appre-
ciation of the fact that without the
moral, if not the material, control of
that country, Japan could not alone
accomplish the task she bad assumed
of directing the destinies of the Orient

Japan has undertaken the Japaulza-tio- n

of China methodically by the es-

tablishment in China and Japan of
schools military, industrial and agri-
cultural. Recently twenty-tw- o primary
schools were opened in the Chinese
provinces, with 3,304 scholars.

Four of these schools are military,
at Paollng, Outchan, Nanking and Can-
ton, and are modeled after St Cyr In
France. The Instructors are Japanese
or Chinese educated In Japan. The
school at Canton is administered by
Japanese entirely. Every year 700
young Chinese, graduates of the schools
In Jupan, are assigned with rank to
the provincial army. Tne student grad
uates are all exalted and imbued with
new Japanese ideas. Actually there
are 2,500 Chinese students In the
schools and universities of Japan. The
military mandarin, once a low-grad- e

and despised officer, is now elevated and
honored. The literary class, heretofore
the special guardians of the honor and
dignity of Chinn, now recognize tin
Importance, even necessity, of organiz
ing a national army, solid and united,
capable of compelling respect for the
Interests and dignity of the empire.

tralla were federated into one com
monwenlth and the federal franchise
was given to women the newspapers
were greatly concerned as to what

Australia to the New York Equal Suf-

frage Association, at the Hotel Astor,

concern.

We found, on the first day
when we enjoyed the federal franchise,
that there were plenty of women politi-
cians ready to stay with the babies
while their mothers went out and vot
ed. They were organized and detailed
for that very purpose. But many of
the mothers did not think It necessary
to avail themselves of such services.
for there was no law against taking
the babies to the polls. I myself saw
ernmbulator8 going down the stroots

by the dozen on election day and some
women actually marked their ballots
with their babies crowing nnd gurglir.g
In their arms."

THE FARMER TO BLAME.

If His Land Suffers from Drouth or
Lacks Water for Irrigating When

Small Stream Is Near.by Says
Robert Washburn.

"It is the farmer's own fanlt, if, in
these days of scientific discovery, he
does not reap all the returns he should
from his land,, be it located wherever
or however it may, in or without the
rain belt, so long as there is a small
stream with a slight fall nearby."
Such was the remark the other day of
Mr. Robert Washburn, a man of wide
experience in agriculture, horticulture
and individual irrigation enterprises
throughout the great Pacific Northwest,
being at present an extensive owner
and operator of Rogue river land.
"Devastation to crops as a result of
droughts and barrenness of land from
lack of water are two evils that can
easily be overcome," continued Mr.
Waehburn, "if the flow of a little
stream is only utilized by any one of
the modern mechanical devices now be-

ing made for just such work and al-

ready accomplishing for many the de-

sired results. The simplest and most
inexpensive of these devices for elevat-
ing the water of a stream to a higher
level is, perhaps the hydraulic ram.
It is a self-pumpi- engine that is rap-
idly fulfilling the need of the farmer
and small irrigationist for a sure
scheme of getting out of their land all
those bountiful returns yielded where
water is plentiful."

RISE OF ILLINOIS CAPITAL.

Springfield's First Court Honae Was
of Loire and ' Coat 942.

The Sangamon River of Illinois
flows through the heart of a garden
as ilch and fertile as the one which
the Euphrates watered In the far dls
tant days of Adam and Eve. The
County of Sangamon was formed out
of a vast verdant solitude of 800 square
miles. Three commissioners were chos-
en to set in motion a county organiza
tion of government, and they met with
out delay, at the cabin of John Kelly
on Spring Creek, a tributary of the
Sangamon. Kelly had wandered Into
the State In 1S18 and had built him

self a cabin on the edge of a green- -

bordered stream which be had named
Spring Creek.

The Sangamon officials sent forth
their report regarding the establishment
of a temporary county seat of Justice
and agreed that "It should be called
by the name of Springfield." A con
tract was made at once for a court
house of rough logs to contain one
room ample for court and with plenty
of ppace for the offices of county off-
icial, who were already named. The
court house was completed In twenty-fou-r

days, and paid for In the sum of
forty-tw- o dollars and fifty cent.

As It was evident that a constable
could not exercise Ills functions witlhtut
provision for the safe-keepin- g of offend-
ers, a Jail, to cost eighty five dollars,
was next projected to furnish proter
support to the court bouse by holding
In check a jHtpulatlon not yet arrived,
Itut hourly expected. These expecta-
tions were not so absurd as they seem,
ninl wlth'.n two years the county com-

missioners decided ujon making the
temporary county seat iermanent
