The meadow mouse has never done
any very serlous damage In this coun- |
try, but If the gmall boy keeps on ghoot-

wiarfare on the hirds and skunks and
about everything that he can shoot at
he must not he surprised If, after some
dry season, the meadow mice will make
his father wonder what Is the matter
with his crops. It never pays to dls

The way to avold a calamlity of thls
kind ls to let the natural enemles of
meadow mice alone, unless they de-
velop partleularly obnoxlous hablts;
draln out swamps; adopt a rotation of
crops that will require the plowing up
of grass lands every three or four
vears; to destroy all weeds, trash and
ltter, particularly in the orchard, and
thus prevent meadow mice from having
good winter quarters. If these meth-
nds are followed there ls no danger;
