J.1A. Woolery’s Funeral
Biggest Ever in County.

There Was a Special Train From
Heppner Bearing a Large
Number|of Feople.

Never in the history of Morrow
county has the death of ope ita
citizens nttracted so much atten.
tion, s the death of Joseph A.
Woolery, of Ione. Mr. Woolery
was faken with ppneumonia on
Saturday, February 20th, and
died Thursday morning, March 5,
at six thirty.

In the passing of this man
Morrow county has lost one of its
most valuable citizens and the
city of Ione has lost the gmaio
spirit of the the town.

He was a leader in every move.
ment which has for its object the
advancement of the town in whick
he lived and for the upbuilding of
the county. He was public spirit-
ed and progressive and upon his
shoulders first rested the respon-
sible duties of mayor of Ione. It
was through his efforts largely
that the tcwn received the bless-
ings of incorporation and at all
times he bas been the hub to the
wheel in all movements for the
betterment of his town.

Mr. Woolery was a native of
Cass county, Missouri, born No-
vember 28, 1859, Io that county
be grew to manhood and received
such educational discipline as the
public schools afforded, but when
the time arrived for him to begin
on his own account the struggle of
life he moved to Texas. In that
state and Indian Territory he con-
kinued to reside until 1884, which
year is the date of his advent to
Morrow county, For a few years
he worked for Parker & Gleason
in their sawmill, then turned his
uttention to stage driving, it fali-
ing to his lot to take charge of the
first stage between Heppner and
Monument. Later two years were
devoted to the sheep business 1n
this and Grant county, then until

1890 he was one of the prosperous
merchants of Hardman. In this
same year he moved to Ione, where
pearly all the time sinee he has
maintsined a general merchandid®,
hardware and implement store
In this connection it is pertinent
to remark that during the hard
times and maoy other instances he
had it mithin his power to confer
a great benefit upon many farmers,
carrying them from year to year
and making 1t possible for them to
remain on their farms until the
better days came. Besides his ex-
tensive mercantile establishment.
which he had just recentlv reopen.
ed, he was the owner of an immense
domain of nearly twenty thousand

Demonstration Special of 0. R, &
N. a Great Success.

O, R. & N. company officials returned |
last night from a tour of eastern Wash-
ington with a farming demonstration
train that visited all points in the Pa-
louse conntry and gave Pullman Agricnl-
tural college professors an opportuni.y
of lecturing to the farmere. It is esti-
mated that more than 3000 farmers visi-
ted the train during its two days’ run,

The purpose of the Jemonstration was
to urge upon wheat farmers the advisa-
bility of diversiiying crops and planting
all their lands every year instead of fol-
lowing the old practice of exclusive
wheat farming, which means permitting
one-half of the lands to lie fallow every
alternate vear.

It is said the tour of the Pullman pro-
fessors did a great amount of good, and
that the resolts will be geen in the next
few years by a large increase of the pri-
ductsof the Paluuse country. I’endlet'on
men heavily interested in the agricaltu-
ra: industry have asked that a similar
train carrying Oregon’s State Agricultu- |
ral college experts be run throngh east-
arn Oregon, to demonstrate the possi-
bilities of more piodern farming meth-
ods applied to Oregon soil,
