Four Horse Evener.

One of the simplest forms for four-
horse evener Is shown in the lllustra-
tion which {8 self-explanatory except
for measurements. Besldes double-
trees of ordinary plough length, and
the stick of tough oak from which to
make the evener, two pulleys large
enough 8o a small link log chain will
work through them, two bolts to bolt
the pulleys on and two pleces of two-
Inch wide strap Iron bent and used as
braces for the pulleys, are required.
