Ancient Concrete.

Their concrete contained generally
only two kinds of stone, travertine and
selcie, in equal parts. Selcio is a hard,
closely knit rock, very' similar to our
bluestone or trap rock in color as well
as quality. Travertine is a volcanic
rock not so hard as selcie, considerably
lighter in color, and was desirable on
account of its porosity, which insured
a good bond with the cement. Iu all
the Roman work the combination of
the travertine and the selcie is clearly
distinguishable.
