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ROAD GRANT TO
BE OPENED

Vast Area to be Thrown
Open to Settlers for
Development.

The Dalles military rond land grant
containing an almost unmeasured area
extending throngh the heart of intarior
Oregon, is to ba developed and thrown
open to settlers, who are cager to take
possession. Walter Martin, San Fran-
cisco enpitaliee, who, with his brother,
Peter Martin, is chief owner of the
vast area, made known developmant
plans yesterday that were startling
even in a generation of big projects,
says the Oregon Joarnal,

These plans included extepzions of
the Boise-ldaho irrigation project
into Malheur county, reclaiming 150, -
000 acres, with am ultimate cost of
nearly £8,000.000. The Willow Cresk
irrigation project will be similarly
enlarged. There ate to be additional
extensions tao the Sumpter Valley
railroad enterivg the John Day valley.
while still other additional trans-
portation schemes are included.

“It island mv father., Edward
Martin, bought in 1872,"" sajld Walter
Martin yesterday. ‘'We have held
it now for nearly 40 years at great
expense., Now we are going to divide
op the whole tract and open it to
aettlers. :

““1 have been a little surprised ag
the pagerness manifested by prospect-
ive setttlers. | have been in Portland
several days and my time has been
almost exclesively oconpied with
apolications for lands. My present
operations are dealing rather espe-
oially with: the John Day valley
lands. There are about 100,000 acres
of first class fruit and alfalfa land
that only await development. The
land is lower than in Harney county
and 1 find is fdeally Jocated for fine
crops of geveral varieties of fruit,
while alfalfa does espacially wall.

‘“For years we have known that
big productions were more than possi-
ble, but there was no transportation.
There was no incentive even for
soientific farming for larger returns,
since the crops could pot be moved
when produced. Transportation now
will not only work wonders for inter-
ior Oregon but for Portland. I be-
lieve the development of business
industry in Portland during the next
10 years will be greater than that of
any other Pacific coast city.

*‘I believe the development of Port-
land during the next 10 yeara will be
past present belief. The building of
railroads up the Deschutes and into
covtral Oregon have started other
plans of railroad building in Oregen
that I am sure will be realized. I

and I believe that now is the time to
become mective indevelopment pro-
jects.'' .

Tha Dalles military road grant
extends from The Dalles peross Oregon
through Sherman, Grant and Wheeler
counties, bevond Vele to the extreme
eastern border of the state. In sooh
portions @8 have been developed,
namely tracts in 8herman county . the
wheat yields have been very prafit-
able. The best of the land has never
bean touched by a plow.

Mr, Mratin, sccompanied by his
brotlier, expects to make an auto-
mobile tour of his properties, also
through southern Oreson., by auto-
mobile, beginning August 1.

Mortgages to be Taxed.

Salem, Or., July 15.—The State
Tax Commission of intangible person-
ality provided upder the statute and
County Assessors are being directed
to pay careful attention to mortgage
notes. In & statement which is being
sent out todsy to the various County
Assessors of the state by Uommis-
sioners Charles V. Galloway and J.
B. Eaton, the following directions are
given as to this class of assessments:

““In reviewing the work of the
several County Assessors it has be-
come apparent that certain classes of
property bave not been duly oon-
sidered by all of them. It appears
tha: in some counties mortgage notes
are practically not listed, or, if listed.
only in instances where the taxpayer
fairly ipststs that his mortgage notes
should be assessed, some Assessors
and County Boards holding that it Is
not good buplic volicy to tux such
notes, .As & matter of courss. the
taxpaver quickly understsnds the atti-
tude of the officers of his county and
readily and willingly takes advantage
of it, and. as a rule, carefully avoids
the inclusion of his mortgags notes in
the list of his property fornished the
Assessor. On  the other hand. many
Assessor® are making a strong effort
to get all olasses of property subject
to nesesiment and taxation upon the
roll ana are checking up the record
of mortgages in their several oounties
with that end in view, This conrse
has been indorsed by the Board of
State Tax Commissioners and we de-
sire it to be distinctly understood that
sich diligence on the part of an As-

**Section 1, chapier 968, laws 1807,
provides that: ‘All real property
within the state, and all personal
property situated or owned within
this state, exceot by law, shall be
subject to assessment and taxation in
equal and ratable proportion.' Sec-
tion 4 and 5 of said chapter 268, wet

taxation; all other property akould be
assegsed. Seotion 3 of the same law
specifies as taxable property: ‘All
debts due or to become due from sol-
vent debtors, wheher on account, con-
traet, notr, mortgage or otherwise,
either within or without this state.’
Notes gecured bv mortgage. likewise
ungsecured notes, under the law are
subject to taxation.

"“In aqualiziog between the counties
for the purpose of apportioning the
state tax and of assigning the valua-
tions of public service combanies
which this board will assess, it is
important that we take into considera-
tion the extent to which the different
Ausegeors shall have sucoeeded in
listing intangible personalty on their
rolls.
