HORSES THAT FEED ON FISH

Wild Banker Ponies Greedlly Devour
Fish Left Stranded by High
Tide.

Along the shores of Alhemarla
gound, South Carollna, lle miles of
low sandy banks, the greater part be-
ing covered with little yegetation save
coarse grass, wild parsley, and other
salt-water weeds. To this region come
thoge who shoot the canvas-back duck
that frequents the little streams and
galt’ marshes with which this coast
abounds, feeding upon the wild par
gley and marsh grains, On some of
these banks are a broed of small wild
horses, Known {n the nelghborhood
as “banker ponles.” They are quite
untamed and uncared for, have rough
ehoggy coats, and are generally aboul
twice the size of a Shetland pony, now
and again one reaching ths size of n

amall horse,

Each year the herd-owners drive
them Into pens, where the foals are
branded with his owner's mark, and
those required are caught and sold to
the dealers. It I8 ‘sald that these
boosts hnve to be starved into eating
graln and hay or grass, thelr whole
subsistence up to this time having
bgen the rank salt grass of the
marshes, and fish,. The latter they
cateh for themselves at low tide, us
ng thelr hoofs to dig deep holes In
he sind below hlgh-water mark; and
they greedily devour the fish 8o |eit
stranded, often fighting over an es
peclally tempring one,

In captivity they are gald to dis
play intolligence, thovgh seldom m re
Hable temper, They are tamed by
darkness and semi-starvation, amd
ke excellent draught animals, show:
ing strength far bevond their sige
They eut vorpclously, consuming s
much as fullslzed horses,

The fonls bred from “banker po-
nieg" In ecaptivity make valuuble ani
mals. They are strong, healthy and
intelligent, less viclous than their pa-
rents, and .command good prices.

DRINK PLENTY OF WATER

It Filuehes the System, Carrying Out
Impurities and Leaving What la
Benefizial,

To sny that drinking at least threa
pluts of water n-day would make &
girl beaotiful would be grossest exag-
geratlon, but it is perfectly true that
such an amount of fluld, taken judi-
clously every day, will be a wonderful
ald In mequiring or ncreasing good
looks, and |t 'ls such a cheap way of
Improving one's appearance that to ig-
nore It Is a pity.

Water, properly talken, flushes the
system as a plpe is clegned by putting
down it & large quantity of pure cleans-
ing llquid at once, And, as with the
pipe, Impuritles are carried out, leav-
ing only that which is beneficial.

In order that the good effect shall
be galned, two faote are lmpertant:
One Is that the liguld shell not be
taken with meals] and the other that
it ehall not be of ley temperatures. In
the former case it dllutes the gastric
julces, sometimes causing indigestion,
and certainly neutrallzing some of the
nourishing properties of food; in the
latter It stays digestion, and may be
the cause of severe pain.

Many dletitians now agree that wa-
ter should not be taken with meals,
and that many cases of Indigestion
may be traced directly to the fact that
this theory ls unheeded. To derive
benefit & glassful should be taken at
4 time, sipping it slowly and not gulp
Ing In large quantities, Ten minutes
for each gjuss is none too long.
