PHILIPPINE VOLCANOES.

Mayon la the Most Famous, and the
Taal Comes Next.

The most fanmons "hilippine volcano |
and one of the inest voloatio cones (n
the world fs that of Mayoen  Its belght
Is BOT0 feet, nnd the voleano Is visible |
at a great distnnce. Sinee 17680 records
have been kept of its eruptious.  In
that year muany plantanions and vil-
lages were buricd under a stream of
lava which lowed down s eastern
slope. About 1200 lHves were lost in
the eruption of 1814, wlich buried the
sountry uround a part of the base of
Mayon under the cutpourings of lava
and dust. A similar eslamby ln 1825

destroyed the lives of about 1.500 per-
sons. In the niocteenth century there
| were & number of severe erupitipng, In- |
|eluding one in 18867 which continned
nbout nipe wonths An eruption o |
ISO7 Eilled 330 persons nnd destroyed
much property. Twenty-two violent
eruptions of this volcano are on record
Next to Mavon the Tanl wolcavo is
the most emwarkable, It Is on an Is-
innd in the lake of Dombon, aud the js-
iand, bulit up by s oufpourings, bhas |
nn ares of 220 square miles. The vol-
cano is focessantly electing dost and |
vapor from Its crater. Tanl as well na
Mayon bas been the center of numer
ous destructive earthquakes, but no
very greal eruption has occurred since
1804, when four villages around the
mountaln were compietely destroyed.
