Cattle From Range Territory.
Much has beeu said of the shortage 

of cattle whk-b will result from tbe 
cutting up of tbe big ranges. Beyond 
a doubt fewer cattle will be kept on 
the«« lands fur awhile, but tbe condi 
tlon will be only temporary. When tbe 
great ranges are Dually divided Into | 
■mailer rauches and farina, they will 
keep more catUe than ever before, re­
marks National Hhxktnan and Farmer. 
They will produce more feed and will 
proi ide better care, which mean small­
er losses and better stock. Tbe open 
range la pawing, and aorue cattle are 
going with it. but more are bound to 
follow Tbe old and extravagant ways 
are going out with tbe advent of mod 
ern and economical met bods on the 
range aa everywhere else in our coun 
try's great imslneaa enterprises.

Sorghum For Steck.
In tbe great corn belt two cuttings of 

■orgtium are aooietlme* secured in ■ 
favorable season.

Horgbum may be fed green to all 
kinds of stock, even to poultry, with 
very profitable results. A full feed 
should not be given at first, particular­
ly if the animals are hungry. It ia a 
gotal practice to give first a light feed 
of grain or other food and then a small 
quantity of tbe sorghum. Tbe latter 
may be Increased day by day until a 
full feed la reached. Fresh sorghum Is 
a very succulent forage and, like 
clover. Is liable to cause bloating when 
fed In too large quantities at first 
With ordinary precautions no trouble 
from this source need be feared. Car 
leton R. Bali.

Flooding Cranberries.
On Aug. 7. 190«. the Wisconsin ex­

periment station started a flood experi­
ment on three plots of cranberries. On 
one of these tbe flood remained for 
twenty hours with an average temper­
ature of 70 degrvea. The other two 
sections of the flood remained thirty 
two hours, with an average temperature 
of 80 S degrees. Tbe twenty hour flood 
resulted In tbe water soaking of about 
5 per cent of tbe berries, while the 
thirty-two hour flood caused the water 
soaking of at least 50 per cent.—New 
England Homestead.
