A 
third alaaa of pe«ip'e are tboee who 
really love the touch which nature 
givea the home aurroundlnge, but from 
lack ot forethought an I ryatematlo 
planning their efforts fall fat ,hort ot 
aucoaas. All of these claaaaa of home- 
maker* can profitably devote some at­
tention to thia subject, commonly 
known aa “landscape gardening,’* and 
ita application to home« of out country.

Tha ultimate alm ol all landecap« 
gardening, whether conducteii on a 
email or on a large wale, should be to 
preeent a pleasing picture. In other 
words, landscape gardening may be de­
fined as ths art of arranging and group­
ing traae, ahrube and flowers in euch a 
manner that a picture ot undeniable 
beauty prevail* from aeaaon Io eeaeon 
It ia not enough that the material 
jhoeen for tho planting* should give an 
attractive display for a single eeaeon, 
anch aa tha painter place* upon hi* 
Mnvaa, bnt tbe selection should go 
farther, presenting material that will 
give Incieaeing variety and alluring 
beauty for each day, each week and 
each month.

From thia statement of the subject 
it is quit* evident that the landecape 
gardener wbo wield* tbe tools which 
nature placae at hia dupoeal cccupiee a 
poaltlon on equal footing with the artist 
who wields the brurh In transferring 
lheee picture* to tbe canvas Yet it ia 
quite poeelbl* for meet of u* to play the 
part ot the former, even though it t* 
in a vary limited manner. Aa many 
painter* are imitator« to a great degree, 
if oce should imitate the works of 
other« In the arranging of plants, ha 
would be committing no unpardonable 
sin. In fact, thia latter method of 
procedure la likely to prove the moet 
fruitful means forth« average person to 
employ; at any rate, it will serve ad­
mirably for the purpoae of giving an 
Idea of the kirda of plant* to aelret and 
the grouping methixls tu et pleasing to 
the eye.

On the other hand, it I* neceeeary 
that tha person wbo ia to become the 
amateur landscape gardener should un­
derstand *< me of the prime essential* 
and common sense rule« of this art. 
Whera ahall the flowers be placed' 
Shall the trees and ahrube come In the ] 
middle of the lawn or shall they find a I 
more appropriate location in some ! 
other po nt? Ia it good taste to make 
walk, and roads in corvee? These and 

i many other question« naturally arise 
1 in tbe mind, of those who axe carefully 
pro.peering in thia subject. It there- , 
f re behooves ua to get some working 
idee of theee various topic*. Every 

’ home-lover should give ample atteution 
to thia subject.
