You
can seo tests of many kinds, and have
evidence to the eye, better than to the

But the fruit dryvers give a new life
to the business anid show the farmer
that every acre in orchard is worth
from 5100 to S500 per year to him. Ap-
ples at the low price of 25 cents per
bushel, or half a cent a pound deliver-
ed, pay Mr. Latourette from $100 to
200 per acre ol trees, this vear. Pears
pay nearly twice as muoch at three-
tonrths of a cent a pound. Plams pay
thiree times as minech at two and three
cents per pound.  Look atthe fine pear
orchards  of Mesas. Lovejoy and
Scrajghit, near the Clackamas bridee
for proof of what the producsts are per
acre. Who ever saw such perfect fruit
and so much on trees sosmall? Ifone
or more of those trees conld bhe photo-
graphed and sent to the State fair and
to the Centeanial they would prove
more than the dried (rait the value of
our soil and elimate for these produc-
tions.
