How to Sita Horse.

It is a recognized principal that *‘a
horse-man grows from his seat.” By
seat is meant the manner in which the
weight of his person receives the im-
pulse of the horse’s movement. Atevery
step the impnulse chauges, unless the
seat is a good one, the weight is Joatle.d
and the smooth actioncf the horse is
disturbed. 1f it is good, i’ is so adjust-
ed as to receive the changing action
with a yielding resistance to the shock,
and to give no unduce check to the mo-
tive power. While there mwust be a
certain esse of displacement there must
also be an ability to hold firm to the
saddle, and, after leaving it, to return
smoothly toit. The real points of at-
tachment should be only from the knee
upward,—by the inner flat of the thigh.
Ease of motion®®pends on the freedom
of the lower leg and the ready flexibilily
of the loins. I'rom the knee to the hip
we need firmness and solidity; from the

movement of the horse should be so |
sudden, and no lift ir leaping should be
so great, that tho thighs may not se-

body and calves their flexibility. Rig-
idity of the bodldy implies the transmis-
sion of force to thelongzend of the lever,
which is the father of the fall, while
rigidity of the lower legs carries an un-
controlled impulse to the other end of
the lever and disturbs the horse.
