chamber. By the useof gellulurstoves,
etc., the binst can be raised to 1,400
degrees. An unexplainad advaniage
of the heated blast is thus shown : If
the air supplied 1o & comtpan Isbaras-
tory blow pipe bs heated to ssy 500
degrees, many substances previously
infusible 10 the ordinary blow-pipe
flame are readily melted. The vee of
the hot blast haas enabled many ores to
be profitably wmelted that wers previ-
ougly worthless. The inferiority of
iron sometimes made by the hot blast
hag been charged npon the heated air,
but that hag not been verified as & fact.
The complete closing of the tops of the
farnaces is a great improvement with
the most of ores; where a flame is
visible at the tunnel hesd, we may te
gure that there is some waste. The
combinations of improvements (re-
viewed at length) sloce 1840 resulis in
the production of 700 tons per week,
&t one turoace, in 1860—more thao
double the quactity that all Greav
Britain made is 1740, by the use of
less than a ron of coal to u ton of iron.
The total quantity of pig irou made in
tha United States in 1869 had s great-
or value in tbis erude slate, at average
prices, than all the gold and silver
produced in the same period, by some
$5,000,000. The rapid growth of Troy,
Pittaburg, Cleveland, St. Louis and
their suburbs indicates the profitable
result of the development of our vast
mioneral resources. The first rail was
rolled in 1845. Last year 600,000 1ons
were made—more than half In Pennsyl-
vanin, the rest in New York, Troy,
Rome, Syracuse, Elmira and Butfalo.
Most of these were of superior quality
to those imported. The supply of ore
is inexhaustible. With patient indue-
try and eaergy we muy fipally achieve
the success, which as thorough Ameri-
cans, wo frss tban enthusiastic irom
masters, we s1e workiog tor, aod be
able to prafitably s pply net only the
heaviest demnnds of the home market,
but ailsa the reverse of our present
position, sad export instead of import
this eeally precious metal.
