. South of the Willumetts walley and
aep from It by an inconsiderable
of mounlsios running across the

Casendes and Coast Raoge, lies the
valley of the Umpqua. Like the Wil
lsmette it is boonded by the two great
mountsin racges oo the east snd on
the west, and while not searly so ex-
tensive as the valley of the Willamette,
‘and differing somewhat in charscter,
J& posseses all the valuable qualities of
the Iatter, and its friends claim for it
even superior charms and siiractions.

This valley is watered by tbe Ump
qus river sod its branches, and the
main river reaches the sea by s maun
tain canyon, which has umiil quite
lately been deemed impossible of nav-
igation, and it is only sscended with
difficulty. Huving no available outlet
for its produets to reach market, Ump-
qua is thus deprived of menns fir the
prosperity, which will, however, be
richly showered upon it when the Ore-
gon and Califorsia Railroad shall give
facilities for commerce and brniog pop-
alation to develope its wonderful re-
sources,

The Umpqua is & region of beanti-
ful osk wooded hills, with valleys in-
terspersed. It contsins somerhing
over ten thousand inbsbitsnts. 1t bas
several thriviog towos, and gold mie-
iog bas been carried on for year on
the Bouth Umpqua. Aon extensive dis-
trict has been discovered in the Ump-
qus Mountsins, rich in ores of precious
metals, and it is koown that beds of
iron ore and coal abound,

A well koowan citizen of that valley,
Judge Chadwick, now Secretary of
State, furnished, several yeara ago, s
description for pablication, in which
be describes Douglas County, which
iocludes the whole of the Umpqua re-
gion, as formiog & valley over seventy
miles loog and averagiog forty io
width. The surface of the country is
undulatiog, the bills afurdiog excel-
lent graziog while the valleys are fer— |
tile and sbeltered. He estimates the
srable land st three hundred thousand
acres, not over one-tenth of which has
bean cultivated, as no outlet was of-
fered for its products. Over & million
acres of good graziog land offer every
