Retired chief park
ranger and interpretive
naturalist Michael
Noack will lead a
leisurely 30- to 60-
minute hike along easy-
to-moderate trails sur-
rounding the visitor
center. 

Highlights include
the Giant Spruce,
Devil’s Churn, Cook’s
Chasm, the Spouting
Horn and Thor’s Well.
Noack will share infor-
mation about the local
flora and fauna, while
participants will have
the opportunity to get to
know one another and
make new hiking
friends.

Participants should
dress for variable
coastal weather, wear
comfortable shoes, and
bring water.

Attending the hike is
free, but a day-use fee
or recreation pass is
required within the
Cape Perpetua Scenic
Area.
