PFLAG hosts marriage historian

The institution of marriage
has undergone significant
change, especially in the last
decade. Why is a private
relationship so publicly signifi-
cant and sometimes contested?
And why, when so many
people are avoiding or dissolv-
ing marriages, do so many
others wish to marry?

This is the focus of
“Something Old, Some-
thing New: Exploring the State
of Marriage,” a free con-
versation  with  historian
Leslie Dunlap on Tuesday,
April 14, at 6:30 p.m., at the
Siuslaw Public Library in
Florence.

The program is hosted by
PFLAG Florence and spon-
