Officers developed a pos-

sible suspect based upon the

victim’s description and

other evidence obtained.

Later that evening, police

located and arrested Meltzer

on a “fail to appear” warrant

for burglary, theft and crimi-

nal mischief.

Meltzer’s arrest led offi-

cers to the discovery 

of stolen property and 

additional evidence to charge

her with additional counts of

burglary and theft from the 

burglary reported earlier 

on Pine Court, and an addi-

tional charge of unlawful

possession of a controlled

substance.

Meltzer was transported to

Lane County Adult

Corrections on all of the

above charges.

The FPD is continuing 

its investigation into addi-

tional charges of unlaw-

ful entry into a motor 

vehicle, theft and criminal

trespass against Meltzer 

from a separate reported inci-

dent in the area of the burgla-

ry.
