The full-scale exercise will
include actors, an active com-
mand center and communica-
tion across police, fire and
other emergency response
radio frequencies.

Florence Police Lt. John
Pitcher said, “We’re going to
test all of our initial response.”

This will include eliminat-
ing the threat, securing the
facility, aiding with care,
transporting injured and alert-
ing the media. Training will
center around Siuslaw Middle
School, but will also include
the elementary and high
schools.  Florence Public

Works will guide traffic away
from the area.

“We understand that it’s
going to take everyone to be
prepared for something like

this. It’s key for our public to
know that we’re planning. We
hope an event like this never
happens, but we are preparing
anyway,” Messmer said.

The exercise is being con-
ducted in collaboration with the
City of Florence, Florence

Police Department, Lane
County  Sheriff’s  Office,
Oregon State Police,

Confederated Tribes of the
Coos, Lower Umpqua, and
Siuslaw Indians Police
Department, Western Lane
