watching excursions for the

winter,” says Loren

Goddard, one of the owners

of Dockside Charters.

“Typically our excursions

are an hour long, but

because the whales are mov-

ing fast to Mexico, we have

to accommodate for that. We

recommend that visitors

make reservations early

because the winter excur-

sions are very popular.”

Goddard says what makes

the trips so popular is that

“Visitors are curious about

whales on the coast. And the

whales are just as curious

about us as we are of them,”

Goddard explains. “The best

part is when they come right

up to the boat. Seeing these

mammals up-close is a very

special experience.”

Gray whales can grow up

to 45 feet in length (13.7

meters) — longer than a city

bus — and weigh more than

45 tons (41,000 kg).
