But mourning was not

Reynolds’ style, saying once, “I

face every challenge head on

— and with a smile.”

When she was awarded one

of the leads in “Singin’ in the

Rain,” she had never danced

before with any success. Gene

Kelly was skeptical of her abil-

ities, but Reynold’s hard work

and perseverance throughout

the grueling training for the

film earned his respect and

admiration. 

Reynolds once stated that

“Singin’ in the Rain” and child-

birth were the two hardest

things she had ever done. She

never gave up though, pushing

through 15- hour days and

physical exhaustion to create

one of the most iconic roles in

musical history.

Set during the advent of

“talkies,” Kelly plays “Don

Lockwood,” an actor who saw

his stardom rise during

Hollywood’s silent-movie era.

With the rise of talking pic-

tures, Lockwood finds his

career in jeopardy when his lat-

est silent picture “The Dueling

Cavalier” must be converted to

sound.

As audiences hear his dumb,

jealous, and beautiful costar

Lina Lamont’s (played by Jean

Hagen) shrill voice for the first

time, all could be lost. Will the

talented Kathy Selden save

their careers?

Also starring Donald

O’Connor as Kelly’s constant

best friend, “Singin’ in the

Rain” has been hailed as the

best musical ever made.

Before hiring anyone to

make repairs, consumers are

urged to:

� Research a contractor

online at bbb.org. BBB

Accredited contractors are

properly licensed, bonded and

insured.

� Ask the contractor for ref-

erences. Read reviews to see

what past customers have to

say about their experiences.

� Get a contract in writing.

Be sure to take note of the com-

pany’s name, address and

phone numbers.

� Never pay full prices

upfront. Instead, pay for half at

the beginning of the job and the

other half after repairs are com-

pleted satisfactorily.

� Don’t fall victim to high-

pressure tactics. Be sure to ask

for a business card and follow-

up later, if necessary.

Storm victims should be sus-

picious of vague or hesitant

answers. They should not

accept work from companies

that don’t offer contracts.

Anyone who has fallen vic-

tim to these or other scams are

encouraged to report their

experience to Better Business

Bureau at 206-431-2222 or at

bbb.org.
