Our brandy is quite different

from the liqueurs. It is a “cask

strength” brandy that is bottled

at 104 proof. After distilling on

a small pot still, the brandy is

aged in charred American oak

which gives it a whiskey-like

taste profile. For those who

enjoy sipping Bourbon,

Cognac or other whiskies, this

may be your new favorite.
