and Lazarus, Mary and Martha. 

Described as a spell-binding

speaker who paints vivid word

pictures of Biblical text, Lewis

will preach at a multi-denomi-

national worship service on

Sunday, March 19, at 10:30

a.m., at the Presbyterian

Church on the topic “Neither

On This Mountain Nor In

Jerusalem.”

led by Laura Merz, will

participate in the service.
