Fall Chinook fishing has

been slowing down, but a few

fish are still available. Anglers

are reminded that there is no

wild coho salmon retention in

2017.

NORTH COAST LAKES:

Trout stocking is complete

for the year. Cape Meares,

Town, Coffenbury, Lost and

Sunset lakes were stocked

with “trophy” rainbow trout in

late September. 

Cedar Creek Hatchery has

stocked over 160 surplus sum-

mer steelhead in Town Lake

near Pacific City so far this

fall. 

These fish get fairly active

in the lake and offer a unique

fishing experience. Once in

the lake they are considered

“trout” and do not require a

Combined Angling Tag.

Anglers are reminded, how-

ever, that only one trout per

day over 20-inches may be

retained, and these fish will all

be in that size range.

MID COAST LAKES:

Olalla Reservoir has been

stocked with about 100 surplus

summer steelhead this season.

These fish get fairly active in

the lake and offer a unique

fishing experience.

Once in the lake they are

considered “trout” and do not

require a Combined Angling

Tag.

Anglers are reminded, how-

ever, that only one trout per

day over 20 inches may be

retained, and these fish will all

be in that size range.

Mid coast lakes been

stocked with trout throughout

the spring. Trout stocking has

ended for the year but there

still should be fish around to

catch.
