These funds

are made available to the city

from Oregon Impact, which

administers DUII grant fund-

ing in Oregon.

Law enforcement agencies

throughout Oregon and the

rest of the United States will

be participating in this nation-

wide effort to get impaired

drivers off the street. High vis-

ibility enforcement, accom-

plished by increasing the num-

ber of officers on the streets

aggressively seeking out

impaired drivers, is designed

to deter people from driving

after they have been drinking. 

Data received from NHTSA

(National Highway Traffic

Safety Administration)

showed there were 10,497

deaths from alcohol impaired

crashes in 2016 (154 in

Oregon). That’s equal to near-

ly 29 people each day or one

person every 50 minutes. 

Approximately one third of

all (37,461) traffic crash fatali-

ties in the U.S. involved driv-

ers with a blood alcohol con-

centration of 0.08 percent or

higher.
