Then, on Sunday, April 22,

the program will present

“Birdwatching for Beginners”

with Ranger Vicki Penwell at

the Siltcoos Recreation Area,

beginning at 10 a.m.

The Eugene-based Cascades

Raptor Center has one of the

largest collections of native

raptor species in the Pacific

Northwest with nearly 50 birds

of prey in large outdoor

aviaries. Through wildlife

rehabilitation and public edu-

cation, the Cascades

Raptor Center fosters

a connection between

people and birds of

prey.

Beginning at 10

a.m. Saturday, the cen-

ter will offer an infor-

mational presentation

all about its birds of

prey. This educational

presentation will be

followed immediately

by a chance to get up

close and personal

with one of the cen-

ter’s raptors at 10:45

a.m. 

Younger children

will especially enjoy

this later session. 

The April 21 event is free

and open to the public. 

Penwell is the Lead Ranger

at Siuslaw National Forest,

Central Coast Ranger District.

She will lead participants on a

fun and interactive hike

through the Lagoon Loop Trail

on April 22, beginning at 10

a.m. Sunday’s program will

provide tips and tricks for suc-

cessful birdwatching and iden-

tification.

The Siltcoos Beach Access

Road is located about 7 miles

south of the Siuslaw Bridge.

The level, half-mile trail is near

Waxmyrtle Campground and

rated as “accessible.”

Bring binoculars if possibe,

though a few extras will be on

hand to share for those without

binoculars. 

This event is appropriate for

all ages.

Both events are free and

open to the public, but for the

Sunday event at the Lagoon

Loop Trail, a Northwest Forest

Pass, Oregon Coast Passport,

federal recreation pass or $5

day-use fee is required for each

vehicle.
