With 136 pieces submitted to the Florence
Fest ‘18, art juror Margaret Prentice had a
huge task on her hands. Fifty-five art pieces
from artists in six different states have been
selected to be on display during the Flor-
enceFest ‘18, and art, jazz & wine festival, held
on April 27 & 28.

After the art festival takes place and several
pieces are sold, the art will be showcased in
the Florence Events Center’s Galleries One
and Five for the month of May.

Florence Regional Arts Alliance coordinated
the juried art show and sale which will feature
55 selected art pieces. While local Florence
artists are very well represented, there is work
from artists in Portland and Eugene, as well as
the North and South Oregon Coast. In addi-
tion, artists from Washington, Idaho, Colora-
do, Texas and New Jersey were selected.

Well over 130 entries were submitted in
multiple catagories including 2D, 3D and
photography. A total of $2,500 in cash prizes
was awarded for best in each category and
for 1st, 2nd and 3rd overall. Festival attend-
ees were given an opportunity to vote for a
people’s choice award.

The FlorenceFest art can be viewed during
regular FEC office hours in Galleries One and
Five from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and during
