Completed applications must 
be postmarked or received no 
later than close of business on 
Jan. 15, 2019. Applications will 
be reviewed by the Board of Di-
rectors and each applicant will 
be contacted by a Board Mem-
ber for an interview regarding 
the request for funds.  

Grants will be selected in 
February and then awarded in 
late March.  Selected grant re-
cipients will be required to sub-
mit a grant report by Aug. 31, 
2019.

Grant requests and awards 
will be selected based on merit, 
need, and benefit to the com-
munity at large. Grant requests 
and award amounts vary great-
ly, but are usually between $100 
and $5,000, depending on the 
nature of the grant project and 
funds available for distribution.
