by Tatiana de Rosnay

Linden Malegarde has come 
home to Paris from the U.S. It 
has been years since the whole 
family was all together. Now 
the Malegarde family is gath-
ering for the 70th birthday 
of Linden’s father, Paul. The 
members of the Malegarde 
family are on edge, holding 
their breath, afraid one wrong 
move will shatter their delicate 
harmony. 

Paul, the quiet patriarch, an 
internationally renowned ar-
borist obsessed with his trees 
and little else, has always had 
an uneasy relationship with 
his son. Lauren, his American 
wife, is determined that the 
weekend celebration will be a 
success.
