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QUESTION 
I was recently diagnosed with early age-related macular 
degeneration. Should I ask for an optical coherence 
tomography test to get a baseline and monitor progression 
of the disease?

ANSWER 
In general, optical coherence tomography has not been 
shown to play a critical role in monitoring progression 
of early age-related macular degeneration. However, you 
should obtain retinal photographs so your Ophthalmologist 
can determine any changes from baseline. Should you 
develop symptoms of wavy or distorted vision, optical 
coherence tomography can be valuable in identifying fl uid 
under the retina that would suggest progression to a later 
stage of age-related macular degeneration, or what is called 
neovascular or wet age-related macular degeneration.

property tax statements 
via email rather than paper 
copies. 

To opt into electronic 
statements, visit www.lan-
ecounty.org/at. 

“We hope this improves 
accessibility and conve-
nience for our residents 
while decreasing our car-
bon footprint and reduc-
ing excess paperwork,” said 
Assessor Mike Cowles.  

The deadline to opt into 
electronic statements for 
the current tax year is Sept. 
30. If property owners 
opt in after that date, they 
may receive both paper 
and electronic copies this 
fall before receiving only 
electronic statements next 
year. 

The 2019-20 property 
tax statements are planned 
to be online on Oct. 14 and 
statements are anticipated 
to be mailed on Oct. 18.
