Electronics Recycling

Recycling and reusing 

electronics saves the en-

ergy used in mining and 

processing of raw mate-

rials, conserves natural 

resources, and reduces en-

vironmental degradation, 

pollution and greenhouse 

gas emissions. 

According to the U.S. 

Environmental Protection 

Agency (EPA), for every 

million cell phones that are 

recycled, 35,000 pounds of 

copper, 772 pounds of sil-

ver, 75 pounds of gold and 

33 pounds of palladium 

can be recovered.

Donating unwanted 

electronics not only helps 

to protect the environ-

ment, it can also provide 

technical job skills and 

ensure access to contem-

porary technological tools 

for others, regardless of 

income.

Locally, residents can re-

cycle electronics at Next-

Step Recycling in Eugene 

— and residential drop-off 

is free. 

NextStep staff and train-

ees will refurbish it and 

safely remove your data 

and personal information 

before giving it to people 

who otherwise wouldn’t 

have access to technology. 

If they can’t fix it, they 

will recycle it for you by 

working with Oregon De-

partment of Environmen-

tal Quality approved pro-

cessors.

Monday through Saturday 

from 8:30 a.m. to 5 p.m.

Packaging Recycling

St. Vincent de Paul is 

Lane County’s source for 

recycling white block #6 

polystyrene (commonly 

known by the brand name 

Styrofoam) and Styrofoam 

packing peanuts. 

It shreds block Styro-

foam and compresses it 

into logs, making it more 

cost-effective to transport 

it to recyclers. 

Styrofoam peanuts are 

used at Aurora Glass or re-

sold in thrift stores. 

Households in Eugene 

and Springfield can recy-

cle small quantities of Sty-

rofoam at no charge at any 

St. Vincent de Paul store 

location. Keep packing 

peanuts and block foam 

separate. 

No food containers, 

cups, etc. 

St. Vincent de Paul 

charges a modest fee for 

businesses; click here to 

read more about the Sty-

rofoam recycling program 

for businesses.

Many area businesses 

also reuse clean packing 

peanuts and bubble wrap, 

but especially the pack-

and-ship outlets. 

Check with a business 

you usually frequent to 

find out if they want your 

excess, clean packing ma-

terials.
