
Lane County ballots were 
mailed on Thursday, April 
30, and registered voters 
should have received their 
ballots by now.

Voters who have not 
received their ballots yet 
should do one or more of 
the following:

• Go to www.oregonvot-
es.gov to confirm they are 
registered.

• If they have moved to 
any new address, even the 
apartment next door, they 
will need to update their 
registration. 

Voters can update online 
at www.oregonvotes.gov if 
they have a valid DMV li-
cense, identification card or 
permit number. The same 
website can be used to up-
date or remove a mailing 
address.

Ballots may not be for-
warded by law. If voters are 
not going to be at a regular 
residence or mailing ad-
dress, they need to submit 
a request for an absentee 
ballot at the temporary lo-
cation. If voters are unsure 
what to do, they should call 
Lane County Elections at 
541-682-4234 to determine 
what action they must take 
in order to receive a ballot. 

Lane County Elections 
recommends that voters 
mail back their voted bal-
lots to the Elections Office 
no later than today, May 13. 
After that date, Lane Coun-
ty Clerk Cheryl Betschart 
suggests voters return their 

ballots to one of the many 
official ballot drop sites 
available.

A list of available drop 

sites is on the Elections 
Office website at www.
lanecounty.org/elections 
and enclosed with the vot-

ing material. In Florence, 
the drop off is at the Flor-
ence Municipal Court, 900 
Greenwood St.
