Co. LLC, began work on a 

$86,325 sewer extension 

project along Rhododen-

dron Drive between Tree-

wood Court and South 

Harbor Vista Drive. 

The project includes 410 

lineal feet of 8-inch PVC 

sewer pipe; one 48-inch 

sanitary sewer manhole; 

three sewer laterals; two 

sewer cleanouts; and 275 

square yards of hot mix as-

phalt trench patch, provid-

ing municipal sewer ser-

vice to existing homes that 

have failing septic systems 

or prefer to have municipal 

sewer service. 

During construction 

of the project, the south 

bound travel lane of Rho-

dodendron Drive between 

South Harbor Vista Drive 

and Treewood Court has 

closed to one lane between 

7 a.m. and 5 p.m.

The temporary lane clo-

sures are expected to last 

until this Friday, May 29.
