Feb. 5, OHA reported
that 15,173 new doses of
COVID-19 vaccinations
were added to the state
immunization registry.

Of this total, 11,519
doses were adminis-
tered on Feb. 3 and 3,654
were administered on
previous days but were
entered into the vaccine
registry on Feb. 3.

Cumulative daily to-
tals can take several
days to finalize because
providers have 72 hours
to report doses admin-
istered and technical
challenges have caused
many providers to lag in
their reporting.
