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M ake memories with fami-ly and friends as you race 
around the Oregon Dunes Na-
tional Recreation Area on your 
own ATV, or thrill to the skills of 
a professional sand rail driver as 
you tear up one side of a 500-
foot dune, and dash down the 
other. Slalom down a dune on a 
sandboard (think snowboard, but 
warmer), or hike to your heart’s 
content.

Or … picture yourself on the wa-
ter! Lakes (more than a dozen within a dozen miles), 

streams, river, or ocean — we’ve got ’em all — in a 

kayak, canoe, wakeboard, SUP, surfboard, kiteboard, or 

fishing boat. And golf … are you kidding? Two amaz-

ing courses are open all year and offer challenges for 

all skill levels. We’ve got tennis, pickleball courts, and 

a skate park too. 
Oh, and beaches! We’ve got 20 miles of uncrowded 

beaches for picnics and sandcastles, beachcombing, 

tidepooling, or romantic sunset strolls. You could even 

catch your own dinner! Salmon, trout, bass, flounder, 

sturgeon, crab, and clams make their home in the 

Siuslaw River. 
If you’re into hiking ancient forests, mushroom for-

aging, geocaching, or trail riding on bikes or horses, 

we’ve got that too. There are miles of well-marked (and 

unmarked) trails and backroads surrounding Florence 

among the state and county parks, US Forest Service 

lands, and the Siuslaw National Forest. Nearby, the iconic Sea Lion Caves is nothing short 

of wild!

America’s largest sea cave and its hundreds of resident 

Stellar sea lions, all part of a privately owned wildlife 

preserve and bird sanctuary. De-
scend more than 200 feet through 
solid basalt rock via elevator and 
emerge into the 12-story tall do-
main of these raucous residents. 
Up top, you can view the historic
Heceta Head Lightstation and 
miles of spectacular ocean views. 
You might even spot one of the 
year-round resident whales or a 
passing pod of orcas.

The highest viewpoint on the Ore-
gon Coast is about 20 miles north 

at Cape Perpetua, where below you will find trails, 

tide pools, and an interpretive center, as well as year-

round whale watching.
If arts and culture are your thing, spend time in our 

many galleries, our historic pioneer or military his-

tory museums, local playhouses or art-house movie 

theater, or the spectacular 450-seat Florence Events 

Center that regularly hosts world-class entertainers.
