Fatal Crash on Highway 
101 claims two lives

On Wednesday, July 
28, at approximately 7:20 
A.M., Oregon State Police 
Troopers and emergency 
personnel responded to a 
two vehicle crash on High-
way 101 near milepost 196. 

Preliminary investiga-
tion revealed a Ford Con-
tour, operated by Rhon-
da Wild, 51, of Fresno, 
Calif., was northbound 
in the southbound lane 
when it collided with a 
southbound Nissan Titan, 
pulling a boat, operat-
ed by Jason Smith, 46, of 
Prineville, Ore.

Wild and Smith sus-
tained fatal injuries and 
were pronounced de-
ceased.

Two passengers from 
the Nissan, Heidi Smith, 
47, of Prineville, and a ju-
venile, were transported to 
the Florence hospital with 
injuries.  

OSP was assisted by the 
Lane County Sheriff ’s Of-
fice, local emergency ser-

vices from Siuslaw Valley 
Fire and Rescue and West-
ern Lane Ambulance Dis-
trict and Oregon Depart-
ment of Transportation.

Western Lane posted, 
“We want to extend our 
most sincere condolences 
to the families involved/
affected in yesterday 
morning’s tragic accident 
that occurred on Highway 
101. Your families are in 
our thoughts as you begin 
your healing process, and 
we wish you the best.”

Highway 101 was closed 
for six hours during the in-
cident, with vehicles rout-
ed to a detour via Clear 
Lake Road.

Family reports 
Florence man missing
On July 31, a fami-

ly member reported to 
the Lane County Sher-
iff ’s Office that on July 
29, 71-year-old 
Ronald Kenneth 
Aduddel had left 
his residence in 
the 87000 block 
of Highway 101 
near Florence 
and did not re-
turn as antici-
pated. Aduddel 
was last seen on that date 
at about noon.

Aduddel is described as 
a white male adult stand-
ing approximately 6’00” 
and weighing approx-
imately 220lbs. He has 

gray hair, green eyes and a 
white mustache.

F-350 crew cab 
pickup bear-
ing OR Plate

stroke and may 
potentially suf-
fer from mem-
ory problems.
