Jan worked for Cheme-
keta Community College 
in Salem, Ore., for 10 years 
as a public safety dispatch 
supervisor. She then gradu-
ated from the police acade-
my in Salem, earning both 
the Victor Atiyeh Award 
for Outstanding Student, 
voted by fellow students 
and staff, and the Carol 
Fagan Academic Achieve-
ment Award. 

She spent her remaining 

15 years of employment 
with the Florence Police 
Department, ending her 
career as communications 
center supervisor. 

During her 40+ years 
of community service, 
Jan received many awards 
and earned more than  
150 certificates in special-

ized training. 
She was an active mem-

ber of the Church of Jesus 
Christ of Latter Day Saints, 
she is survived by one 
brother, David Holtsclaw, 
and a sister, Brenda Ste-

vens, both of Virginia, and 
her friend and companion 
of 30 years, Carol Parrish of 
Florence.
